II. Bylaw Changes
Original proposed addition 5.3.6: Any substantive decision regarding FYE, including but not limited to the content, learning outcomes, delivery methods, and decisions to assign FYE status to a course or section of a course, must be approved through the Curriculum Committee process. These proposals must be submitted to the General Education subcommittee as well as other relevant subcommittees. 

A. A motion was made to vote on the proposed SEST Amendment, which would change the above wording to indicate “for a class not previously taught as FYE.”

Vote: All opposed

B. A motion was made to vote on the original language (above); 
[bookmark: _GoBack]There was a worry about whether this proposal would entail that the Gen Ed committee would be responsible for deciding FYE status for each and every course/section. However, as it is stated in the original blylaw proposal, the Gen Ed committee would oversee decisions about the process and criteria used to assign FYE status to classes (the criteria used, etc.), rather than charging Gen Ed with decisions about each proposed course/section.
