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Bachelor of General Studies (BGS)- STEM 
New Program: Bachelor of General Studies- STEM. The Bachelor of General Studies (B.G.S.) degree is an option for students whose academic transcripts do not allow for the completion of a traditional major in a reasonable time frame, due to unusual and extenuating circumstances. It requires a strong sense of individual responsibility for discovering non-traditional ways to take advantage of the benefits of higher education. 
The Bachelor of General Studies (BGS) Degree is intended for students wishing to complete a bachelor’s degree who may have already completed an associate’s degree or who have accumulated a significant number of credits.  For Admission to the BGS in STEM program: a student must have completed a minimum of 75 credits, satisfy all University admissions requirements and obtained a recommendation from the BGS in STEM committee after consultation with a designated BGS in STEM advisor.  Any coursework in progress must be completed and reflected on the student’s transcript prior to the start of any coursework in the BGS in STEM.
