· Repealing MATH 101 and replacing it with MATH 102 Applied Algebra for students who don’t need to take MATH 115, 116, 119, or 124 
· MATH 103 College Algebra for students who need to take MATH 115, 116, 119, or 124
· Making prerequisite changes to all math and stat courses to reflect the first change. 
· For MATH 115, 116, 119, 124 the prerequisite will be MATH 103 but not MATH 102, for all the other courses the prerequisite will be MATH 102 or MATH 103. 
· There are five departments notified to change their prerequisites in the next round if the new courses are approved.
