b. PROPOSAL FROM DEPARTMENT OF MODERN LANGUAGES

This proposal contains two requests: (1) the change of the name of the department of Modern Languages into Department of World Languages, Literatures and Cultures; and (2) the change of the designator ML (Modern Languages) into WL (World Languages).

1. Change from “Department of Modern Languages” to “Department of World Languages, Literatures and Cultures”


“On October 2nd, 2019 the Faculty members of the Department of Modern Languages at Central Connecticut State University held a vote to change the name of said Department to:

“Department of World Languages, Literatures, and Cultures”

Such ​a name best describes what our department does (i.e., the study of languages, literatures, and cultures other than English); follows the trend of other universities around the country, and fits the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages' (​ACTFL) definition of World Languages:

“…a form of communication, essential to the culture of a community, with a system of sounds, letters, symbols, and/or signs recognized and utilized by humans. A world language fulfills all the following criteria, distinguishing it from other forms of communication:
A world language is...
· a form of human communication used to interact and negotiate meaning with other people, to understand and analyze oral, written, or signed texts, and to create culturally-appropriate oral, written, or signed products and presentations for a specific audience and task.
· a form of human communication that allows the user to investigate, explain, and reflect on the relationship between the products, practices, and perspectives of a particular culture through the language. When using a world language, people employ intercultural skills, insight, and perspectives to decide how and when to express what to whom.
· a form of human communication that allows people to exchange information about past, present, and future shared experiences, make arguments, empathize with other people, and creatively express themselves orally, visually, or in writing on a variety of topics.
· a means of human communication through which people can share stories relevant to the culture and community, whether ancient or modern.
· a vehicle of human communication through which people may be immersed in a specific language community, whether ancient or modern.” (https://www.actfl.org/news/position-statements/what-world-language)

Our Department currently teaches ​ten languages (Arabic, ASL, Chinese, French, German, Italian, Japanese, Latin, Polish, and Spanish), and emphasizes written, oral, and signed communication as a way to both ​exchange information with speakers ​of these languages,  and to understand their ways of life through the study of their cultural products, practices, and perspectives, especially, literature.
The proposal was discussed ​over several weeks and was passed unanimously at the last departmental meeting.  For these reasons, we respectfully request that the Curriculum Committee approves the name “Department of World Languages, Literatures, and Cultures” 

2. Change of designator ML into WL
This second request is consistent with the one presented above. Since the name of the department will change from “Modern Languages” to “World Languages, Literatures and Cultures;” we are also submitting a request to change the  designator from ML (Modern Languages) to WL (World Languages). This change in designator does not affect the essential nature of the courses below:

Proposed Title:  CEN 300:  Global Community Engagement
Proposed Prerequisites:  None
Proposed Description:
CEN 300 Global Community Engagement aims to help students understand the important concepts in community engagement beyond the local community and in the wider world.  In this course we will examine the major organizations seeking to impact and develop communities globally, and consider the dynamics of that engagement on political, economic, and humanitarian levels.  We will ask critical questions about our own role in global development and how we can responsibly engage in cultures different from our own.  This is a service-learning course that engages with international residents of our own community, and includes a field trip to the United Nations Headquarters in New York City.
Proposed Credits: 3
Semesters for course to be offered: Fall 2020 and Spring 2021
	Final semester for course to be offered:
Proposed General Education:  Study Area 2 and International
Proposed Graduate Credit: NA
Academic Rationale:
Currently, the minor in Community and Civic Engagement has just two unique courses (CEN 200/201 and 402), and as the minor grows, the need for more courses to address important areas of community engagement has emerged.  The AAC&U has embraced the Civic Learning Spiral (Musil, 2011) as a basis for its community engagement rubric, and that model calls for the incorporation of global as well as local engagement.  This course addresses that aspect of civic learning and gives students an opportunity to widen the scope of their community involvement.  We would like to pilot this course as a way to both educate our students more comprehensively and make the minor program more robust.
General Education Rationale:  This course deals with formal social structures (World Trade Organization, United Nations, International Monetary Fund, etc) and how their actions and policies impact global communities, which addresses the goals of Study Area 2 courses.  
Demand Rationale:
The daily lives of our students are impacted by messages regarding how their choices affect not only their local community, but the international community as well – from whether they should buy Tom’s shoes or Starbucks coffee to what they should major in or for which companies they should ethically work.  Questions of how to really support developing communities are important ones to examine as this generation seeks to live responsibly in our world, and many students want to learn more about this topic.  This course will be helpful for any student, but particularly helpful for those in the Community Engagement minor.
