University Curriculum: CLASS Subcommittee
Round 2: Wednesday, November 3 (scheduled on Microsoft Teams, 12:15-1:45)

The meeting was called to order 12:15pm. (Attendance is given at the end of this document.)
Minutes from the last meeting, October 6, 2021, were approved, pending the following revisions: corrected spelling of Prof. Mary Anne Nunn’s first name; identification of Prof. Jessica Rutherford, representing World Languages; addition of “Studies” to the Asian American and Pacific Islander Studies Minor.
Change Program: American Studies Minor
Representative: Prof. Mathew Foust
New courses proposed in relation to the Minor:
GEOG 110 Intro to Asian American and Pacific Islander Studies
AFAM 110 Intro to African-American Studies

It was voted to consider the following three courses together as a package, as part of the proposal:
AMS 210: Topics in American Studies
AMS 310: Special Topics in American Studies
AMS 410: Seminar in American Studies (proposal to change the title was approved)

Vote: All proposed courses were approved; no objections
Delete Course: COMM 384 Nonverbal Communication
Representative: Prof. Yeojin (Julie) Kim (Communication)
Vote: The deletion of this course was approved; no objections
Change Program: English, B.A.
	Representative: Prof. Mary Anne Nunn (English)
This proposal suggests an accelerated program of study, in which students may earn a B.A. and M.A. in English in five years. Precedents were identified through similar accelerated programs in Criminology and Psychology, in which students may complete a B.A. and MA. in five years. This is proposed as an attractive change for students, in terms both of time and money spent; the new structure would require six fewer credits taken/paid for. Some courses would “double count” toward undergrad and graduate credentials. Same admission requirements between B.A. and M.A. applicants. Support from Graduate Dean Christina Robinson and the Board of Regents. 
Vote: Approved; no objections
Change Program: Global Studies Minor
Representative: Prof. Mathew Foust (Philosophy)
Proposal includes addition of one elective option GEOG 160 (Geography of Global Contemporary Migration).
Vote: Approved; no objections
Change Program: Philosophy Minor
Representative: Prof. Cameron Brewer (Philosophy)
Current structure with too many requirements seems off-putting to students; proposed restructure offers more flexibility: 12 credits in Philosophy; 6 credits must be at 300 level; PHIL 310 (Philosophy Research and Writing) required; addition of 100-level course.
Vote: Approved; no objections
Change Program: Philosophy with Concentration in Social Justice, Ethics and Law, B.A.
Representative: Prof. Cameron Brewer (Philosophy)
Proposal includes change in terminology from “Specialization: to “Concentration” for transcript purposes.
Prof. Nunn cautioned that the Administration might not agree that Curriculum has the power to approve this kind of change, as they are strict in terms of how items are listed on transcripts. Even if we do approve this change as a committee, the Administration might not support the decision.
Prof. Foust indicated that Registrar Patrick Tucker would like this change to go through Curriculum first.
Vote: Approved; no objections
Change Program: Philosophy, B.A.
Representative: Prof. Cameron Brewer (Philosophy)
Proposal includes addition of 6 elective credits, B.A. and Minor requirements should be similar, in terms of electives allowed. Proposed to keep only PHIL course as approved electives for the Minor. Eliminate Religion, AFAM, and Peace Studies electives currently permitted. Other electives must be individually approved by the Chair of the Philosophy Department.
Vote: Approved; no objections
Change Program: Social Justice Minor
Representative: Prof. Cameron Brewer (Philosophy)
Proposed removal of PHIL 310 (Philosophy Research and Writing) as a requirement for the Minor, as it was originally intended as a capstone for the Major. Retain PHIL 344 (Topics in Philosophical and Social Justice), as it functions similarly, but is a better fit for the Minor.
Vote: Approved; no objections
New Course: PS 131 Introduction to Political Theory
Representative: Prof. Trevor Allen (Political Science)
The course explores topics such as freedom, citizenship, economics, etc., and influential thinkers and concepts from various historical periods, as an introduction to the subfield of Political Theory.
Prof. Brewer supports this new course as a benefit to CCSU as a whole.
Vote: Approved; no objections
New Course: PS 300 Corruption and Scandal in Politics
Representative: Prof. Trevor Allen (Political Science)
This is a special topics course that fulfills the Ethics requirement in the Public Relations Concentration
Vote: Approved; no objections
New Course: SPAN 401 Introduction to English-Spanish Translation
Representative: Prof. Jessica Rutherford (World Languages)
This course is already listed in the catalogue in the World Languages (WL) category, but is proposed to be moved to Spanish (SPAN) for greater visibility.
This course is taken for concentrations, including Spanish for Translation, and Spanish for Health Professionals.
Prof. Mary Ann Mahony (History and LALCC) observed that when Portuguese was listed under Modern Languages (ML), students did not know to look for it there; ultimately, this language was no longer offered at CCSU. (Statement given in support of this reallocation of SPAN 401.)
Prof. Ned Moore (Engineering; Chair of Curriculum) inquired whether this change would be needed for the September catalogue; Prof. Rutherford indicated yes, because of its status as an elective course.
Vote: Approved; no objections
